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A. MAJOR ACHIEVEMENTS

To combat the growing trend of student apathy in taking up basic science as a field of study, IQAC had
urged the science departments to form a SCIENCE CLUB for the promotion and popularization of
basic science through creation of popular videos, posters, magazines etc. on scientific personalities and
discoveries etc. A science club was successfully set up with 7 science departments and several such
activities have been initiated.

To raise a body of students aware of their community and social responsibilities, the NSS committee
of the college has taken up several activities like SLUM ADAPTATION, health and literacy
awareness programs etc. in the immediate locality of the college.

IQAC organized several SEMINARS on topics like ‘Cyber crime’ (12" September, 2022) and ‘NAAC
and AQAR preparation’ (11" January, 2023) to enlighten the teaching faculty of the college to such
topical issues. Along with these several seminars on academic interest were also conducted by the
departments in collaboration with IQAC.

The college administration has signed 23 MoU’s with different academic institutions and social
organizations to collaborate and share expertise and knowledge on various academic, social and
administrative issues. IQAC encouraged the departments to organize 26 VALUE ADDED/ADD ON
COURSES with the aim of imparting additional skills to students for accessing higher educational
facilities and maneuvering the job market.

A policy has been formulated to identify SLOW AND ADVANCED LEARNERS among the
students of departments and actions have been devised to help such students achieve their targets.
