The Career Counselling, Entry in Service and Placement Cell of this college has organized a National E-
Quiz on General Studies and Current Affairs on 18 July 2020. The main motto of this career-oriented 
e-quiz was to make students and unemployed job aspirants make familiar with the level and type of 
government service screening test. Due to the prevalence of the Covid-19 pandemic, the job aspiring 
students were not getting proper opportunities to face mock tests as well as government job 
examinations, this was an attempt to address their demands through mock MCQ-based tests. 2686 
participants from more than 400 academic institutes including IIT Kharagpur, IIT Roorkee, Jawaharlal 
Nehru University, Delhi University, University of Calcutta, Jadavpur University, Banaras Hindu 
University, West Bengal State University, Pune University, Kerala University, Gauhati University, etc. 
covering 24 States and 3 UTs of the country has taken part in this event. Securing 94% marks the first 
rank was jointly shared by Sujata Dey of ICAR-Central Inland Fisheries Research Institute and Bidisha 
Banik of Acharya Prafulla Chandra College. Mainak Nag of Sarsuna College secured the second position 
by scoring 92% marks. The third position was jointly shared by Moumita Maji of Vivekananda College, 
Calcutta University and Rajrita Kundu of Barrackpore Rastraguru Surendranath College, they scored 
90% marks. E-certificates were distributed to all successful participants and special rank certificates 
were provided to the top three rank holders.

 Surviving in a Covid World: Major Issues of India, 
Organized by Barasat Government College on 3 September 2020

has been affected or altered. Although the world was in lockdown, governments, epidemiologists, school 
principals, entrepreneurs and families around the world are already planning the next steps: how to safely 
reopen schools and businesses, how to commute and travel without transmitting or contracting infection, 
how to support those most affected by the crisis  the millions who have lost their livelihoods or their loved

Prof. Dr. Pranab Kumar Bhattacharya, Professor & HoD, Dept. of Pathology, Calcutta School of 
Topical Medicine, Fellow of Royal Society of Topical Medicine & Hygiene (UK), Recipient of Life Time 
Achievement Award 2019. His topic was Eitopathogenesis Pathology, Clinical Features of Covid19. 

Total participant was 283. 

Real-time training during global emergencies is critical for effective preparedness and response. The 
COVID-19 channel provides learning resources for health professionals, decision-makers and the public 
for the outbreak of coronavirus disease (COVID-19). As the outbreak continues to evolve, new resources 
will be added and existing courses will be updated to best reflect the changing context. The report also 
provided a glimpse into the challenges facing national statistical offices at the moment. At a time when 
statistics are most needed, many statistical systems are struggling to compile basic statistics, highlighting 
once again the need to invest in data and statistics, and the importance of having modern national statistical 
systems and data infrastructure. 

Although a wide range of topics are covered in this report, a consistency of message is clear  this is an 
unprecedented crisis, and no aspect of our lives is immune.
