
Interactive Meet with High School students 

Organized by: IQAC and Scientia, Science club of Barasat Govt. College 

Date: 12th October, 2023 

Time: 11 am –5 pm 

Venue: Room No. 2, 7 and laboratories of Physics, Chemistry, Botany, Zoology and Geography 
Department. 

Participants: 47 students (Science Stream) and 14 teachers from 11 Higher Secondary Schools in the 
vicinity of the college as well as 93 science club volunteers from the departments of physics, 
chemistry, botany, zoology, geography and economics, along with teachers of the departments. 

Objective: (1) To introduce school students to the joys of science through participation in poster 
making and essay writing competition on various topics of current science.  

(2) To acquaint school students to the various laboratory techniques and instruments available in the 
college laboratories so as to generate interest in science. 

(3) To help members of the science club learn the skills of planning, organizing and presenting science 
programs as well as demonstrating and explaining experiments in a lucid manner. 

Practice:  (1) Higher Secondary schools with science streams situated within 5 km radius of the 
college was identified. 

(2) Teachers along with student volunteers visited the schools with invitation letters, posters, 
program schedule and guidelines for the program. 

(3) 4 students along with one teacher was invited from each school to participate in the poster 
exhibition, essay competition and laboratory visit. Lab preferences of the visiting students were 
collected and 2 lab visits were scheduled for each student group.

(প্রাত্যহিক জীবনে হবজ্ঞাে)’ on an A1 size chart paper to be displayed and explained at the Barasat 

Govt. College premises on 12th October, 2023. 

4. Each school group is to submit a scanned copy of a hand written essay written either in English 

or Bengali of not more than 500 words on any one of the following topics (i) Amazing Innovation 

in Science (হবজ্ঞানের আশ্চর্য উদ্ভাবে ) (ii) Information Revolution (ত্থ্য হবপ্লব) by 8th October, 

2023 at mail id  scienceclubbgc23@bgc.ac.in. 

5. All students will receive participatory certificates and prizes for best poster and essay will be 

declared on 12th October, 2023. 

6. Students will be allowed to visit at least two laboratories out of the following five- Botany, 

Chemistry, Geography, Physics and Zoology for hands on interaction and demonstration 

experiments.
